RAIN BARREL PAINTING FUNDRAISERS
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Sponsor a rain barrel painting fundraiser for the school, group, church,
club of your choice. In Broward County Sprinkler Systems Innovative, Inc. in conjunction with South Florida Audubon Society provides workshops, rain barrels, advice on organizing the fundraiser and use of rain barrels as well as literature.

Quality rain barrels are made from 55 gallon, white, food grade, heavy duty recycled plastic, with all the fittings installed: 7" removable filter basket, 2" pvc overflow pipe, and hosebib. The rain barrels are $70 each per sponsorship. There are no other quality rain barrels available in any quantity in Broward County.

Literature is available on water conservation, installation and maintenance, and reasons for use.  The information shows how everyone can help recharge their Aquifer, and control polluted stormwater runoff. Advice is available on xeriscape/ raingardens, drip irrigation, and all the neglected 'low impact development' tools needed.

In South Florida, in spite of the record winter-spring drought, -when the
rainy season comes, the conventional procedure is to automatically flush our precious rainwater down the drain with all the fertilizer, pesticides, oils,
chemicals and other toxic residue that pollutes our water table, canals,
beaches, and reefs!

Fundraisers that involve varied parts of the community such as environmentalists, teachers, artists, parents and students not only become successful fund raisers but another link in creating a harmonious community.
Hundreds of schools and communities all over the country
have great ongoing rain barrel festivals, parades, school and community
contests and displays of painted rain barrels that raise funds for their
causes, while stimulating artistic creativity, and providing great water
conservation tools and educational opportunities. 
Groups who have used these services have included South Plantation High School, Trash2Treasure, The Pace Center for Girls, Silver Ridge Elementary, Sawgrass Springs Middle School, The Young at Art Children's Museum, and many others.
